Registration:

1. Log into the Student Portal (https://stdportal.emu.edu.tr/)
with your student number and password stated in the ac-
ceptance letter(s) you received from our university,

2. If you have been accepted into one or more programs, Se-
lect and approve the program you wish to study.

3. Go to the 'Financial section and check your tuition fees
status. You can pay online by debit/credit card or via bank
(bank receipt should be uploaded), and payments can be
made in full or in installments,

4. Once your payment has been processed, apply for a Stu-
dent Certificate via the Online Document Application (Per-
sonal' section]. This document will allow you to apply for the
‘ok to board' travel document,

5. During the registration period, click on semester courses in
the ‘Academic’ section and select your courses,

6. Become part of EMU family and enjoy your studies.

Scientific Preparation Program (Deficiency Courses):

Fees for graduate programs are calculated based on the struc-
ture of the program to which the students enroll. Thus, the se-
mester fee calculation is done as follows:

(per course fee x number of courses)
+ thesis fee (if registered)
+ funds.

However, new students need to deposit a certain amount of
fee plus the student fund at first enrollment. This amount is
also required to get a confirmation of payment letter for visa
purposes (please see your letter of admission). If your payment
does not cover the number of courses you have registered,
you will need to make an additional payment. If you register
for fewer courses, then the remainder of your deposit will be
counted towards future course registrations.
